Abelentseva O. A. The Land Ownership of the Nicholas
Mostishchsky Monastery in the 1517 Centuries

The Nicholas Mostishchsky Monastery was founded in the vicinities of Veliky
Novgorod in the early 15® century. As a result of the crisis events of the last quarter
of the 16™ — the beginning of the 17 century, the monastery experienced a period
of desolation, when the land estates’ archive of the monastery for the 15-16% cen-
turies was lost. In the middle of the 17% century, the monastery was revived, and in
1663 it was attached to the Tikhvin Assumption Monastery. On the basis of analysis
of the materials of the scribal descriptions (pistsovoe delo), as well as the acts of the
17" century, in the article the structure of land estates (votchina) of the Nicholay
Mostishchsky Monastery in the 15—17% centuries is presented.

Alapuro Risto. Finnish Elites and Russia
in the Nineteenth Century

The position of Finland in the Russian Empire affected relations between the
Finnish elites — bureaucratic, economic and ideological — and their relations with
popular groups within the Grand Duchy. The central elite, the highest echelons of
the bureaucracy, assumed a dual role. This elite was the interface between the empire
and the local population and it espoused both loyalty to the autocracy and consoli-
dation of Finnish institutional distinctiveness — a position epitomized by the term
«loyal patriotismy». The Finnish state and its central administration emerged as a
result of an external decree, which gave the bureaucratic elite strong reasons for
identifying with and further developing the new political unit. A major factor in this
identification was the fact that the elite lacked a real power base, most notably land-
ownership, outside the bureaucracy. In enhancing the country’s distinctiveness, the
elite was well aware that it had to maintain loyalty to the autocracy and forestall all
offences against social peace in the borderland. In its relations with popular domestic
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groups, the elite began to construct its legitimacy on its solidarity with the «peoples.
Unlike nationalism in many other ethnically distinct regions of multinational em-
pires in the same epoch, the Finnish variant, Fennomania, was not only a movement
for liberation and emancipation but also a version of state-based nationalism. It in-
cluded both upper-class conservatism, loyalty to the mother country, and a strong
populist component. Finally, the bureaucratic elite had to utilize the learned estate
(the clergy and academics) in their efforts to maintain loyalty to the empire. This
need created (limited) tensions between the bureaucracy and the ideological elite.

Dmitrieva Z. V. Petitions about Taxes and Duties Submitted
by Peasants and Traders of Novgorod in the 1610s

The publication familiarizes scholars with petitions (chelobitnyie) submitted by
peasants and traders (posadskiye liudi) from Novgorod dating back to the Time of
Troubles of the early 17 century. The petitions are of a private and business nature
and could be submitted either by individuals or groups of people to Novgorod the
Great for examination by Swedish-Russian administration; as a rule, they contained
requests to cut down duties and fees. Petitions are stored in the State Archive of
Sweden in the second series of Ockupationsarkivet fran Novgorod. Records from
Novgorod administration archive of the 1610s were evacuated by J. P. Delagardi af-
ter departure of the invaders from Novgorod the Great and signing of the Peace
Treaty of Stolbovo between Russia and Sweden in 1617. Unlike administration (pri-
kazy) documents the petitions contain not only full information about the degree
of devastation of the rural and town population, but also data about the types and
sums of direct taxes and special fees collected for the support of the Swedish army as
well as material concerning various state services carried out by peasants and traders
(posadskiye liudiy during the occupation period.

This article analyzes concepts of two leading researchers of national move-
ments in the 20" century B. Anderson and M. Hroch and the possibility of us-
ing their achievements to study disintegration of the Russian Empire. M. Hroch
made a model of development of the national movement. A special role in it played
elites. According to the scholar, they «arouseds the nation. In addition, M. Hroch
stressed the importance of the factor of modernization, which depended on the
success or failure of nation-building. However, when we try to apply this concept
to the materials relating to the collapse of the Russian empire, it becomes clear that
national movements have not reached the phase of mass mobilization. B. Anderson
considered the nation as «imagined community», in which even without knowing
each other people feel a unity. According to him nations are constructed through
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the formation of a literary language, book development, the creation of the carto-
graphic image of the country. Some achievements of B. Anderson are in common
with modern research of national identities. Thus an important area, for example,
is the study of «invented traditions». Attention to the imaginary geography helps
us to explain a series of inter-ethnic conflicts that accompanied the collapse of the
state. As an important addition to Anderson’s concept can serve a study of the
image of Another.
